The 1st International Dry Stone Walling Workshop in
Kardiani, Tinos, concludes successfully
Tinos, May 2026

The 1st International Dry Stone Walling Workshop, organised by Ambassada from 4 to 9 May
2026 in Kardiani, Tinos, has concluded successfully. The workshop took place as part of the
Year of Dry Stone Walling 2025-2026, in collaboration with the Municipality of Tinos and the
Community of Kardiani, under the auspices and support of the Directorate of Modern
Cultural Heritage of the Greek Ministry of Culture.

A total of 60 participants from across Greece and abroad worked alongside five experienced
instructors from Japan, Ireland, Austria and Greece. Each day, between 40 and 45 people —
young and old — took part in six days of intensive hands-on work. The results speak for
themselves: five dry stone walls were restored, two new walls were built from scratch, and a
ramp was completed — bringing new life to a corner of one of the most beautiful places in
the Cyclades.

"The eye is timid, the hand is bold."

This phrase, heard on the workshop site, captures the spirit of those six days better than
anything else: dry stone walling is not learned with the eyes alone. It is learned with the
hands, with patience, with trial.

Alongside the fieldwork, the programme included a series of cultural and social activities
that highlighted the broader significance of the dry stone walling tradition. On Tuesday,
participants were welcomed at the chapel of Taxiarchis, where residents of Kardiani and
Ysternia offered food, drink and music. On Thursday, the film Petra stin Petra, dedicated to
the dry stone walling tradition of Cyprus, was screened in the village square of Kardiani. On
Friday, participants visited the Higher School of Fine Arts in Marble Craft in Panormos and
the Museum of Marble Crafts in Pyrgos.

As part of the Symposium "From Stone to Table: With Tradition, for the Future", talks and
discussions were held on Saturday and Sunday at the Tinian Cultural Foundation, devoted
both to dry stone walling and to the prospect of establishing Schools of Dry Stone Walling
and Traditional Building, as well as Traditional Greek Gastronomy. Specialists from Greece
and abroad took part in the talks on dry stone walling. The broader aim is for Tinos to
safeguard and make the most of its exceptional dry stone walling heritage — and its wider
architectural and cultural wealth — attracting visitors who value precisely this uniqueness of
the island. The workshop closed with a traditional meal and celebration in the village square
of Kardiani.

Returning to the 1st International Dry Stone Walling Workshop, this week demonstrated that
dry stone walling is not merely a construction technique, but a living cultural heritage that



brings together people from different countries and traditions. Ambassada warmly thanks
the instructors, volunteers, participants and all those who contributed to the success of the
workshop. Special thanks go to the community, the local associations and the residents of
Kardiani, who offered their hospitality generously every day of the workshop.
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
